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Honoring a Legacy: The National Martin Luther King Jr. March on Jan. 20

Every January, we come together to celebrate the life and legacy of Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr. Central to these celebrations is the National Martin Luther King Jr. March,
taking place Monday, Jan. 20. The City of San Antonio hosts the largest MLK March in the
nation commemorating Dr. King’s pivotal role in the civil rights movement. From the
Montgomery Bus Boycott to the historic 1963 March on Washington, where Dr. King
delivered his iconic "l Have a Dream" speech, his leadership embodied the spirit of
peaceful resistance and moral courage. Today, the march serves as a reminder that his
dream—a society where individuals are judged by the content of their character rather
than the color of their skin—remains a work in progress.
