St. Philip’s College is among the oldest and most diverse community colleges in the
nation. Opening March 1, 1898, the school began as a weekend sewing class for six
black girls, taught by Miss Alice G. Cowan, a missionary with the Episcopal Church.
Today, it is a comprehensive, multi-campus institution dedicated to meeting the
educational needs of San Antonio’s growing community.

SPC is the only college in the U.S. with the distinct dual designation as a Historically
Black College and Hispanic Serving Institution. SPC has an enrollment of approximately
*14,281 credit students per semester and approximately *2,766 dual credit, early college
high school, and academy students annually. (*Enroliment numbers as of Fall 2023)
